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Background:


Paper plates are very wasteful and 
are often thrown away while the plate 
is still in a good condition; 


As they are constructed of many layers of 
composite paper in order to give 
enough thickness and rigidity for any meal. 
However, only the top layer is really 
spoiled by the food, yet once used, the plate 
is entirely tossed away, with so much good 
and unuesd material gone to waste.


Plastic plates will eventually end up in landfills. 


Biodegradeable plates are a good 
alternative and can be washed and reused,
however, the use of soap and water is also wasteful 
and harmful to the environment.


The question is; 


How can we minimize dishes after picnics, 
office parties, or while camping, yet feel good 
about contributing to the environment 
and minimizing waste in landfills?!


Plate-Oh is a solution that has
literally stripped down paper plates 
and the way we use them.

Just like on a note pad, you’d peel off the dirty layer. Peeling off around the edges.. ...and within seconds...


Your left-overs are wrapped in a biodegradable sheet Now I can use the same plate for another course! 








Natural adhesive is used all around 
the outer edges of the plate to hold 


the layers together, 
except this one corner.
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A plate that you literally use up until the last layer.


Structure:
- 10 Thin biodegradable sheets
(can be waxed for extra water and tear resistance)


- Thicker biodegradable base to give strength
when reaching last few layers.


- Natural adhesive applied to the outer edges
of all the layers, acting as a belt holding everything
together. One corner is left without adhesive  to allow
the user to peel off.


The Layers can be steam pressed together for 
extra hold and structure.
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The concept of “peeling” off only theused layers, has the potential to give birth 
to a wide range of disposable products beyond paper plates; 
giving consumers a new perspective on product consumption and ultimately 
changing behaviour, to a greener, more environmentally conscious society.  


The BIG picture:


It makes environmental 
& economical sense:


- Extended life cycle of a paper plate. 
  So you buy less.


- It’s easy; no clean up needed 
  and saves water.


- It’s compact; no more bins 
  over flowing with bulky paper plates.


- Serve a 5 course meal to 5 guests 
  with only 5 plates TWICE!
